Notice for Visa Application in Shanghai
1st step: JW202 form (200yuan)
Shanghai Normal University will apply the JW202 form (Visa Application for Study in China) for the applicants and send it with the offer letter to students by airmail. JW202 form is a necessary document for foreign students study in China and students need it to apply for a student visa to enter China.  
University will prepay the 200 yuan for every applicant to the Entry-Exit Bureau of Shanghai Police Station so that students can get the necessary documents in time. But foreign students should return the 200 yuan to SHNU after arrival in Shanghai. 
If students want to extend stay or get a resident permit, for example, this is a necessary document when they apply to the entry-exist bureau. 

2nd step: Medical check-up. (450-550 yuan)
Anyone who wants to apply for a residence permit with multiple entries in China must do the medical check-up. This step is required by the entry-exist bureau as well. Most certificates of medical check-up issued by foreign cliniques or hospitals won’t be accepted by Chinese police station. 
If students don’t pass the medical check-up, they have to pay and redo it. Only the positive report issued by Shanghai International Travel Healthcare Center is accepted when students apply the resident permit or extend the visa.

The HEALTH EXAMINATION APPLICATION FORM as attached is important. 
Please note that all the items mentioned in the Personal History on that application form (such as HIV/AIDS/STDs/Tuberculosis/Leprosy/Mental disease/Plague/Cholera/Yellow fever/Influenza<in past 1 week>/Malaria/Polio/Typhoid/Relapsing fever/Hepatitis) are strictly controlled by Exit and Entry Bureau of Shanghai Police Station. 
3rd step: Residence permit (450-550yuan)
This permit is the one you called Cart de Sejour in France. This is the most powerful card for foreign students staying in China. Without the help of the university, not everyone can get it easily. With this permit, students can leave or enter China freely during the valid days. Even when students leave China for travelling, for example, when they come back, they don't need to report again in the local police station. (The foreign students with L, F, or other types of visa should report again in the local police station after every entrance.)

4th step: Changing the visa. (Please check with the visa office)
This step will be done according to the needs of students. For example, one's visa will expired by the end of July, but he or she wants to extend one more month for looking for an internship, then he/she can go to the visa office in the international student center to apply for one more month extension. Please be noted, JW202 form is necessary for any visa changing.
